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1) A variety of delivery techniques will be employed: whole group work, small group and pair work, team laboratory projects (web quest type)

2) Loop input will be used where feasible, and the methodology then discussed

3) Language input will use a range of different techniques and methods to also allow for discussion

4) Theoretical ideas will be presented along with practical application to help clarify them, and followed by discussion on how participants can apply
them in their own teaching situations

5) Teaching techniques will be presented, tried out and discussed, including: strategies to encourage communication, motivating learners, management
of classes, handling mixed ability, correcting errors, use of cuisenaire rods, use of technology.

6) For all sessions participants will look at published resources, and will receive further reading and links to online resources.

Input language and culture, and areas of specific interest will be included each day according to the participants' needs.

A guided tour of local bookshops, a guided tour of Oxford, a visit to The Oxford University Press will be included, and a visit to a local school when the
course is in term time.
